Thanks to their optimum driving strategies the continuously variable hydrostatic powersplit transmissions of the Eccom series feature considerable time and fuel savings. Eccom 1.5 (fig. 10), the smallest series version, covers these characteristics for engine powers from 100 to 150 HP.

Up to 10 percent performance increase

In the product class of continuously variable transmissions Eccom 1.5 covers the lower engine power range from 100 to 150 HP. With this configuration it is perfectly suited for smaller vehicles in frame or block chassis design. Nevertheless Eccom 1.5 is a real power package: thanks to its Powerboost Function the hydrostatic powersplit CVT enables up to 10 percent more power with closed PTO clutch when operating implements: On the road the boost power capability is also noticeable in terms of higher average travel speeds: during transport operations the CVT Eccom 1.5 can reach a maximum speed of 50km/h at 1,800 rpm and is technically already capable of the 60 km/h top-speed. Renowned tractor manufacturers like John Deere or Same Deutz-Fahr are using Eccom 1.5 in series production tractor models.

Driving strategies are enhancing comfort and efficiency

Eccom 1.5 is part of the Eccom series comprising five transmissions and provides stepless hydrostatic powersplit transmissions for an engine power range of 100 to 380 HP. This transmission family offers a variety of driving strategies, providing efficiency and comfort during driving and working operations with the tractor. This includes the automatic mode, which enables to vary the driving speeds at full load. The PTO mode ensures constant engine speeds that are at the same time optimally adapted to the corresponding operating conditions.

Thanks to these driving strategies it is possible at any time to maintain an optimum engine speed, thereby achieving considerable fuel savings.
