The tractor steering axle AS-3065 has been especially developed for the cultivation of sugar cane and has been designed for tractors with a performance of 180 HP. Due to the flange to flange dimension of 3 meters and the consequently increased track width there are fewer driving gouges in the field. This way it is possible to cultivate more plant rows within the same space, which leads to more productivity and fuel savings. The new steering axle AS-3065 has been developed for special applications and is being used in tractors of the AGCO-group. 

High maneuverability and ground clearance

Like the whole AS-3000 axle family, the new steering axle AS-3065 features the well-proven ZF self-locking differential as well as an integrated steering cylinder. Thanks to the high steering angle of 55 degrees the steering axles of the AS-3000-series enable a very high level of maneuverability. The large ground clearance provides extraordinary mobility and ensures optimum traction force transfer in all working situations. The AS-3000-steering axles have been designed for tractor performance ranges from 75 to 180 HP. They can be suited to a variety of different vehicle concepts. Leading manufactures, including AGCO, John Deere, Agrale, Erkunt, Pronar and Ursus are using the steering axle family as a standard feature in tractor models.
