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ZF Passau Receives Innovation Prize From Agricultural Machinery Manufacturer Same Deutz-Fahr

The tractors of the SDF brands, Deutz-Fahr, Same, Lamborghini and Hürlimann are fitted with powershift transmissions and continuously variable transmissions from Passau.

During the official presentation by Same Deutz-Fahr in Treviglio, Italy, Dr. Manfred Schwab, Group Executive Off-Road Driveline Technology and Axle Systems Division, accepted the award. “For ZF this award by such an important and successful customer is of very great value,” declared Dr. Manfred Schwab. 
The prize is also an expression of the successful co-operation between the manufacturer Same Deutz-Fahr and ZF Passau. In 2004 the companies entered into a strategic partnership.
Since then ZF has been the sole transmission supplier for the production facility in Lauingen near Günzburg and – since the start of 2008 – also at the new Same Deutz-Fahr production site in Treviglio in the vicinity of Milan, Italy.

In 2008 ZF Passau is supplying almost 10,000 transmissions of the Series T 7100, T 7200 and T 7300 as well as the continuously variable transmissions ZF Eccom to Same Deutz-Fahr. From April of next year the continuously variable transmission S-Matic 180 will also be built into products.

Same Deutz-Fahr has been able to continuously increase its market share using ZF transmissions.
