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CDC Electronic Damping by ZF: The Plus in Every Fleet
· The right equipment ensures a high resale value
· CDC increases driving safety and comfort
When procuring a vehicle, lessors and lessees must pay close attention to the equipment package it contains. After all, on the one hand, the equipment secures the residual value of the vehicle. On the other hand, it is an important element of employee motivation. The CDC (Continuous Damping Control) electronic damping system by ZF Sachs combines both features. 
Just recently, several fleet managers tested the benefits on the Opel test track in Dudenhofen. They came to the conclusion that CDC is becoming more and more important in fleets. The system is not unnecessary luxury but actually contributes decisively to driving safety, comfort, and dynamics.
In Dudenhofen, highest demands were placed on the participants and vehicles: Fast lane changes, braking maneuvers, dynamic cornering, and a handling course. The participants could feel that CDC has a positive influence on safety, comfort, and driving dynamics. Road contact is optimized, since the CDC accurately and smoothly adapts chassis damping to the respective driving conditions. Thus, CDC offers a true safety plus, particularly in critical driving situations. However, the electronic damping system also enhances driving dynamics: Improved cornering stability and accurate steering behavior make the vehicle more agile. Nevertheless, CDC is not a sports chassis with a hard suspension setup. The system even allows for softer suspension settings, as it can adjust the dampers to 'hard' in a flash – but only when this is required by the driving situation. Thus, CDC ensures a high level of comfort – which is an important aspect for frequent drivers. 
Moreover, the CDC also pays off for the fleet managers because the correct vehicle equipment is very important for the resale value.
